OBJECTIVE:  Students will rehearse and perform a variety of music written for wind band and small chamber ensembles.  Students will also gain a greater understanding of music theory and how to perform in an ensemble setting.  This is the highest level performing ensemble at AHS.  These students are held to the highest standards.
ATTENDANCE:  The Auburn High School Band Program follows the attendance policy and procedures set forth by the Auburn City Schools in the 2019-20 student handbook.  Other emergency absences may be excused only with parent/director communication.  Failure to have all required materials at rehearsal will result in the student receiving a lowered daily class grade.  All unexcused absences will affect the student’s grade and/or participation in band.  Excessive absences, whether excused or unexcused, will affect the student’s performance eligibility and/or placement within the Auburn Band Program.
GRADING:  Your grade will be based on participation (rehearsal grades) and tests (performance and written grades).  Playing tests will be given as video assignments utilizing IPADS.  Marching Band rehearsals and performances are included in the grading process for students who have chosen to participate.    
**All Wind Symphony Students are required to try-out for Allstate/District Band and/or participate in Solo and Ensemble Festival.  If for some reason the student cannot make the dates work for one of these events they must play a solo in front of the class.  These dates are on the Charms Calendar. **
